	Mandatory Parent Meeting, Tues Sept 22nd 7pm in auditorium
	This is for all parents and students to attend.

	Any other business
	Sam R – contacted the local police at band camp and found out that DVBB could hire an officer for the Sat am when parents are arriving to help direct traffic and prevent any accidents as occurred this year at camp. To have an officer at the camp entrance for two hours, directing traffic would cost about $300 - $45 per hour for the officer, $9.70 per hour for the car and $0.45 per mile up to 60 miles for the officer to arrive at the site and return to base. Those present at the meeting felt this would be a good investment and should be considered for next year.

Sandy W asked if an email could be sent asking for more sewers for the new band uniforms. With the exception of two students, all uniforms needed alterations and all uniforms needed hemming and the elastic placed. Julie will send out an email.

Val B said she would contact security prior to the Mountain Pointe game and ask if the band students can have access to the bathrooms if the front walkway is closed as it was last year. She will explain that this is problem for the band students as they need to be able to access the bathrooms in a timely manner. 

Katie K noted that there would be an opportunity for students to sell their coupon cards outside Fry’s on Aug 29th. Students should contact her or Kelly F to sign up. There will also be an opportunity to sell them outside Safeway, but a definite date has not been confirmed. Costco said no to sales outside their store. Students who have siblings or parents that are willing to sell the coupon cards at football games can do so. A table will be available for sales at home football games. 

Katie also noted that there will be a restaurant fundraising event at Barro’s on Aug 25th. A flyer will be available and 20% of the sales will go to the band.

Gary explained that 70% of the band members have paid their fees. Gary will create an account for each student and send a copy of their account home with them, so parents can keep track of their student’s accounts. This will help parents and the DVBB keep track of what has been paid and what is outstanding. There was also discussion about asking the bookstore to keep hold of the pink tax credit slips and passing them to Josh or having them picked up by a DVBB each week. This way the DVBB would have a more accurate record of which students have a tax credit payment credited to their account. Gary also commented that he felt it would be easier to keep track of payments if the payment slips were a different color for each monthly payment, for the DVBB and parents. 

Josh asked that parents wait outside the band room following Friday night football games until the students are dismissed, as the staff like to speak with the students about their performance without parents being there. The game performance video will not be shown after the game on Friday nights, but will be shown and discussed on Mon pm practice.
Josh noted that the activity fee, previously mentioned in the last email, should be paid as soon as possible. This was a fee that all students have to pay if they would like to participate in extra curricula activities. In theory students should not be
